When it failed in 1939, it was divided and
we eventually bought forty acres including a quarry from which her home and homes around here were
built. We are in the highlands above Nairobi, about 6,000 ft above sea level. Although we are only 3
degrees south of the equator, the climate is heavenly, the temperature ranging between 50F on a cold
June night to 95F on a hot summer day. It isalittle
paradise.

If you have read much about Kenya or been
here, you will know the economy is a shambles and
there are terrific problems. For example, about 60%
of the 3 million peoplein Nairobi are living in
slums. There is high unemployment and a very high
incidence of AIDS.

There are so many needs. People here are
just grateful for work so they can feed their families
or educate their children. It isahard time. So | am
grateful for your remembering me and this work.”

Schneider. Mr./Fr. Clem J. Deceased 1972

Clem made his theological studiesat St. Mary’s College, St. Marys, Kansas, 1955-59,
being ordained in Milwaukee on 19 June 1958. He then pursued a doctorate in sociology
at Emory U., Ithaca, N.Y., graduating and teaching sociology at Emory. He was then
assigned to teach sociology at Creighton University, Omaha, Neb., immediately assuming
the position of interim dean of the department, which he held for four years. In 1969 he
became acting academic vice-president. At the time of his death he was acting president
of Creighton; Clem died from complications resulting from a gall bladder operation. My
understanding is that, upon his being opened up for the operation, the liver was found to
have an extra (third) lobe which hid the diseased gall bladder. The latter could not be
found, or the complications that resulting from the search for it, led to the quite unantici-
pated death of an otherwise healthy man.
